This family owned and operated restaurant is located off Gulf Blvd on St Pete 
Beach.  After a kitchen fire in 1996, the restaurant reopened it doors and has 
earned a reputation of great steaks and seafood. 
 
 Skål had the wonderful opportunity to see the finest this waterfront restaurant 
has to offer.  We started in the Bayside Banquet Hall located adjacent to the 
restaurant.  The room was decorated so lovely with blue orchids that appeared 
to light up on the tables and white and baby blue linens that looked perfect for 
royalty.  The appetizers were plenty with tuna, to bacon wrapped scallops and 
mushrooms that were to die for. (So glad we weren’t counting calories that 
night.)  We then moved to the restaurant that gives you the old Florida feeling.  
Our menu included Chipotle Shrimp Bisque, Mixed or Caesar Salad, 
Blackened Filet Mignon with sautéed spinach, King crabmeat& crawfish, 
topped with Hollandaise and remoulade sauce.  This was accompanied with 
twice baked potatoes and garlic green beans.  The presentation was 
spectacular and the taste buds were not disappointed.  But…there was more to 
come.  Back at the Bayside Banquet Hall, the décor had been changed to more 
of a beach feel; oranges, yellows and sea shells.  The coffee and desserts were 
plenty with a special treat of homemade vanilla and peppermint ice cream.  
Yummmmy!  And the icing on the cake(no pun intended) for Pat Hill was 
winning $140 with the 50/50. 
 
The Bayside Banquet Hall gives you an intimate feeling and would make a 
great place for birthdays to wedding receptions holding up to 100 people.  
This was a very special event and you could tell that the owners had gone all 
out to show Skål what they had to offer.  However, it wasn’t just the owners 
who gave it their all; the Chef dislocated a muscle/tendon earlier in the day 
and stayed until we were all served before he went to the emergency room.
